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Course Overview

This course introduces students to selected folk art objects and folk art forms of
Bengal. Through the study of traditional craft practices such as Dokra, Dolls, and
Conch-shell works, along with folk musical traditions like Tusu, Bhadu,
Bhawaiya, Bhatiyali and Moishal Geet, students will gain an understanding of
Bengal’s rich folk heritage, artistic practices, cultural identity, and traditional
modes of expression. The course encourages appreciation of indigenous art
traditions and their socio-cultural significance.
