Course Overview

The course focuses on some of the foundational texts of medieval
Bengali Literature, while trying to evaluate a history of reception, both
in literary traditions as well as philosophical ones. The first module
focuses on esoteric and localized literary texts Caryapada of the
Buddhist Siddhas, the earliest extant text in Bengali; and texts of
other obscure and locally circulated texts like Sunyapurana or
Raymangal. The second module focuses on reception of Mahakavyas
and translational norms in medieval Bengali literature, and towards a
study of reception, while also considering literary representation of

socially atypical and deviant traits and tropes.

Course Outcome

particular.

2. Evaluating the canonical development of Medieval Bangla
literature and comparatively obscure traits within its scope.
