Course Overview

This paper introduces students to the foundational frameworks of literary
theory and aesthetics from two major traditions: Classical Indian/Sanskrit
poetics and Western literary theory. It explores how both traditions
conceptualize literature, beauty, meaning, and the reader’s experience. The
course bridges Alankara Shastra — Rasa, Dhvani, Vakrokti, Ouchitya — with
key Western movements from Plato and Aristotle to modern criticism,

including New Criticism, Structuralism etc.
