Course Overview

Nineteenth Century literary studies in Bengal offer an interdisciplinary exploration focusing on the
development of printing and emergence of new literary genres, culture of the newly born educated
class (Bhadralok), debate on the ‘Bengal Renaissance’. It investigates the significance of Bengali
intelligentsia influenced by western thought and education; the Socio-Religious reform movements;
the role of periodicals, newspapers and public sphere; the changing lives of Bhadramahila moving
from confined domesticity to public visibility, the question of Class-Caste-Gender and marginalization

of ‘popular culture’.
